1. Electronic payments for online registration (Registrar Chris Bunnett):

2. Wessex Cup competitions update (Secretary Richard Bell):

c. Referees will be appointed for out of area teams from the Quarter finals onwards should they reach them.

3. Points from the League Chairman (Trevor Funnel):

Confirmation also means you get a reply from the referee, simply sending an e-mail or text is not sufficient, you must get a reply for the game to be considered confirmed with the relevant official.
