MEETING MINUTES

Clubs represented:


Basingstoke Blizzards, Chiltern, Basingstoke Bobcats, Camberley, South Bucks Comets, Aztecs, Slough, Windsor, Reading Arrows, Whitley Wizards, Winchester Diamonds and Aldworth. 

1. Apologies – Steve Baker (Aztecs), Jon Stow (Swindon), Steph Johnson (Reading Rockets) and Clare Lloyd (Woodley Beavers).

2. EB Registration – The Chairman opened the meeting by stressing that the image of basketball is all the more important now due to the high profile of our National teams and the forthcoming Olympics in 2012. He emphasised that even though we are a local league we must comply with EB (the Governing body) regulations.  Therefore the requirement for all registrations will be strictly enforced this season for all players, coaches and referees.  Anyone who does not have a registration number will not be permitted to play, coach or officiate.  * Handy hint, it is recommended that everyone keeps their registration number on their mobile phone. Then in the event of the person with the team list being delayed prior to the start of any game the score sheet can be completed and the individual can participate. The Chairman also apologised for the lateness of the publication of the Handbook and fixtures but explained that this was due to late changes being received from Club and Team Secretaries.

3. Payment of Fines/Entry Fees/Referee Surety etc. - If all fines have not been paid prior to the start of the season then any games played by offending teams will be forfeited. If fines remain unpaid for a prolonged period this could result in the team being expelled from the league.  Clubs and teams unsure of they have paid all their dues should contact the Treasurer Chris Bunnett.
4. Nominated officials -  Club and team secretaries must ensure that details of their nominated official(s) are notified to the Webmaster and Registrar.
5. League Format and Fixtures – Graham Kirkpatrick, John Clausen-Berg and Martin Marshall will send out the first 4 weeks of fixtures with Referee allocations by Sunday 20th September. There are some amendments outstanding which will be notified to all clubs/teams and put on the website as soon as they have been made.  Results are required within 7 days of the match being played otherwise fines will be imposed. Due to the erratic postal service scanned copies sent electronically will be accepted but must be followed up by the original.  Remember in the event of a DQ both sides of the score sheet must be scanned in.
6. Cup – Richard Bell confirmed that the 1st round of the cup competitions had been drawn and that once the details had been included in the fixture’s list this will go out to all clubs.  Cup Final day will take place on the 17th May 2010, venue tbc.
7. Nominated Player’s List – These must be passed to league administrators prior to the first game of the season where applicable and they will be published on the website.
8. Handbook Corrections – The new handbook will be emailed to all clubs/teams prior to the start of the season and will be updated every month there after.  Please ensure you pass any amendments to the Webmaster in a timely manner, in the interim periods it is the Clubs responsibility to inform opposition and officials any changes to dates, timings, venue etc that have not been published.
9. Rule Changes Wessex – Clubs were reminded of the new Disciplinary Code that was approved at the AGM and published on the Website in the Constitution.
10. Rule Changes EB – There were no rule changes this season. However, EB have confirmed that there are to be no T-Shirts of any colour to be worn under strips and compression shirts will only be allowed if they can not be seen.  This ruling is to be enforced at all levels. There was a question about the new court markings with regard to when they will be required and how much notice will be given. TB will keep in touch with EB but that at the moment there is definitely no requirement until after the 2012 Olympics.
11. AOB – All clubs are encouraged to participate in the Junior Development Competition. Invites have gone out for the event but the response has been low so far. The closing date for entry is 11th October.
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
