1. Apologies – Winchester Diamonds, Swindon Sonics and Reading Rockets.

2. Confirmation of committee members – The Chairman confirmed the Committee Members as per the attached sheet.

3. EB Registrations – The Registrar reminded everyone that they must be registered by the 21st Sept and that the Registration form can be downloaded from the website or hard copy taken at this meeting. Any unregistered coach or player who actively takes part in a game will result in the offending team forfeiting the game 20 – 0 and will be subject to being fined. The Registrar also reminded those present that any player registered out of area and/or National League must be notified to him with license number and gain permission to play prior to their first game. Failure to do so will result in the same penalty as playing an unlicensed player.

4. Payment Of Fines and entry fees – The Treasurer stated that all fees and fines must be paid prior to the start of the season otherwise any games played by offending teams would be forfeited. Details of outstanding fees and fines as follows:

5. Nominated officials – The Technical Secretary reminded clubs that 

if they did not provide or nominate officials they would incur a heavy fine. A Level 2 course for nominated officials will be notified to all clubs.
6. Handbook Corrections – The Webmaster stated that the new Handbook will be sent out by email on the 14th Sept and will be updated there after on the 1st of every month, please ensure you pass any amendments to the webmaster in a timely manner, in the interim periods it is the Clubs responsibility to inform opposition and officials any changes to dates, timings, venues etc.  (Club Secretary Aldworth requested a hard copy of the Handbook). A list of Website contacts is attached to these minutes.
7. Nominated Player List – The Men’s and Women’s Administrators reminded clubs that their nominated player lists must be notified to them prior to the 1st game of the season.

8. Fixtures – The fixtures Secretary stated that the Women will start their season on the 21st Sept and the Men on the 28th Sept.  He reminded everyone that it is the clubs responsibility to inform officials and the opposition of any last minute cancellations/changes to time and venue. 9. Cup Draw – The Competitions Secretary refreshed everyone on the cup rules and informed that the Men’s Cup would commence on the 8th November and the Women’s Cup on the 10th Jan 09. Due to the new Women’s league format this season 2nd round losers in the women’s competition would not go into the Plate as in previous seasons.

10. Rule Changes (Wessex) – The Webmaster reminded everyone of the Wessex rule changes that are now available on the Website.
11. Rule Changes (EB) – The Technical Secretary briefed everyone on this year’s rule changes and asked that all changes should be notified to clubs/coaches and players and stressed that the new rules will be enforced from the 1st game of the season. There will be a Referees seminar in the near future to ensure all Referees are briefed on the new rules and interpretations before the season commences.

12. AOB – The Chairman explained the changes to the travel allowance for officials that EB have increased by 5p per mile.  To encourage car sharing an additional allowance of 5p per mile was agreed for officials travelling together.
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
